It Is Time to Put an End to

Genocide in Palestine

May 15th marks Nakba Day, a day to
remember the Palestinians who were expelled
and massacred from their homeland during
the establishment of Israel in 1948. Nakba, an
Arabic word meaning catastrophe, refers to
the great ethnic cleansing against the
Palestinians perpetrated by Zionists in 1948.
The state of Israel was the direct result of this
genocide.

Israel destroyed or occupied hundreds
of Palestinian cities and towns. From 1947 to
1949, at least 720,000 of the 1.3 million
Palestinians were driven out from their homes
and became refugees in Gaza, West Bank,
Jordan, Syria, and Lebanon. Israel took over
78 percent of Palestinian land.

Genocide against Palestinians is still
ongoing even in our times. For more than 70
years, Israel has robbed Palestinians of their
lives and freedom through war, massacres,
imprisonment, and abuse. Since October 7,
2023, it has bombed, destroyed, and
massacred Palestinians in Gaza and escalated
violence in the West Bank.

In the past 19 months, at least 50,000

Palestinians have lost their lives in the

genocide. Israel, in particular, was
responsible for the largest number of global
child deaths from war between 2023-2024. In
fact, genocide - the complete removal of
Palestinians from Palestinian land -
purpose of the Israeli state.

However, Palestinian resistance
against the genocide continues. Palestinians
are steadfast in their refusal to leave their
land.

The global movement to condemn
Israel and stand in solidarity with Palestinians
continues. Despite the Trump administration’s
support for Israel’s genocide and its detention
and repression of US university students who
stand in solidarity with Palestine, resistance
and solidarity continue. Massive Palestine
solidarity actions have recently taken place in
Bangladesh, Morocco, and other parts of the
world.

In South Korea, “People in Solidarity
with Palestinians” has been organized weekly
protests and several forums for the last 19
months. On May 3rd, Jewish historian Ilan
