On October 11, 2023, the first protest and march in South Korea was held to condemn
Israeli aggression and stand in solidarity with the Palestinian resistance. This led fo the
formation of a solidarity group composed of Palestinians, different migrants in South
Korea including Middle Easterners and North Africans such as Egyptian Community and
Korean civil society organisations(currently 45). From the first protest in Seoul, solidarity
activities have spread to Busan, Daegu, Ulsan, Incheon, Suwon, Wonju, and more.

University students in South Korea have turned their campuses into centers of
awareness and commitment by organizing lectures, art exhibitions, and debates —
including the first university encampment in South Korea.

Professors, teachers and students at elementary, middle, and high schools, and workers
in labor unions have been carrying out various activities in their own spaces.

Their contributions and energy are driving the movement. We stand against racism that
denies Palestinians’ right to life, and we oppose both Islamophobia and antisemitism.

Our solidarity will continue until the occupation and genocide in Palestine ends.
